Stockbridge worked for the TN Barnard as a photographer.
Nellie packed a camera gear underground to record the
mining industry and climbed the mountains to record the
growing community. The Stockbridge collection is a
complete record of the citizens and business growth of
Wallace. Our fifth Strong Woman of Wallace, is May
Arkwright Hutton, a champion for women’s equality,
children, and the labor of industry. Hutton made a fortune
with the Hercules Mine in Burke.
