CONSTRUCTION ACTIVITIES

The Pelham Site

The Shoshone Base Camp Youth have been working under Kevin Hutchings and Swede Little’s supervision at the Pelham
rehab site in Mullan. Part of the group has built an outer exterior insulated wall around the house and will probably finish
siding it next week. They’re learning how to measure, saw, nail, use
battery powered drills, install insulation, house wrap, sheathing and
siding.

Some of the group has been under the house with Swede. There they
have updated the columns and girders to current standards and are
installing stem wall insulation and the ground covering plastic vapor
barrier. It’s a dirty job that requires a lot of crawling in an 18 high
space. Swede is proud of them.

Thank God, literally, for these future American leaders. Without them,
since the RV Builders are gone, we have only had two local construction
volunteers — Christopher Leetch and 1. Mike Humphrey has been out
with an arm injury. Opps | forgot, Bob Larson, one of our site
supervisors, has been volunteering some time making us some public
relation signs.

The Polaris Shed

Bob Larson, Christopher Leetch, Darnell Kreideman and Kristie
Derbyshire have been finishing a shed on our Osburn Polaris lot, which
will soon become our electric storage facility. (Kristie lives in a Fuller
Center home next door).

Thanks to Keith Sims, owner of KASCO of Idaho, Darnell’s site has been excavated. It is quite rocky and had many stumps
on it when they began. Now the stumps have all been removed. The ridge has been flattened for the house site, and the drain
ditch, the water ditch and two sewer ditches have been dug. Amethyst Pelham, and her friend Shay Linhart helped me install
the drain pipe to the culvert, and they backfilled the ditch by hand
(really with shovels).

Kevin and | installed the sewer pipe with connections both for
the house and for our worksite outhouse. Kevin also installed the
waterline complete with a frost free faucet. We use it for general
construction purposes and for flushing the sewer line outhouse.
(Adam, Kevin's son, helped us some when he wasn't eating.)

Interesting, we have both our water line and our sewer line
checked by both local and State inspectors. On the State level, a
separate permit is required for both the water and the sewer and
one as well for the house. The $4865 hookup fee for the sewer
includes the local inspection cost and the $6300 water connection
- fee includes the local inspection cost. After you’ve put at least a
G s e x 10 foot head of water on the sewer connection, the State inspector

Amethyst & Shay—hard at work. comes and checks it and the water line while the ditches are open.
Then the local sewer inspector comes and takes pictures of the sewer connections, and the local water inspector comes and
inspects it and installs a new meter. Of course, the utility locators and the EPA man have already been there.

This year was especially interesting as the first sewer location was marked in the wrong place and we encountered the
electric line where it was not marked and found out there was no electric line where the electric line was marked to be! We
have 2 more ditches that will be dug later, the electric ditch and the gas ditch. | was hoping we could run the to-be-buried
electric line in the mistakenly marked and dug sewer ditch, but it was judged too crooked as they now run the wire in PVVC pipe
and the connecting ditch formed a right angle with the sewer ditch.

HAITI UPDATE: The first two Fuller Center houses have been built in Haiti, with four more dwellings going up in late July.
Partnerships on the ground continue to expand, land is being secured and earthquake-affected families are being selected.
