A Quarter Century of Shelter

[Silver Valley Habitat for Humanity was started in
1993. The group joined The Fuller Center for
Housing in 2009.]

One of the earliest families to receive assistance in
acquiring shelter through the Silver Valley Habitat is
still making a home in the same house after their
three children grew up in it and moved on.

“We were the second family to receive a house”
through Habitat, said Nida Dodge of Woodland Park.
“I think we moved in December 1995.”

She and her husband Jim raised their three
daughters there.

That house and one next to it were built from the
ground up to provide affordable housing for two
families. Jim and Nida helped with the construction,
beginning with the leveling of the ground since the
lot had a large hole in it. Jim was also able to help
with the electrical wiring.

In addition to working cooperatively with Habitat
volunteers, they were able to purchase the house by
obtaining a mortgage loan through Habitat to cover
the costs of the land purchase, materials and contract
work.

“At that time, they were just buying property and
building from scratch,” she noted.

After spending their first winter in the house, they
had to continue work on it to control spring flooding,
which involved moving more gravel in the crawl
space and installing two sump pumps.

“I had one baby in a car seat under there and the
other one helping,” Nida recalled.

They had three young daughters in their new house,
one a newborn, a three-year-old and an eight-year-
old.

Prior to purchasing this house, they were paying
rent to live in a home that was in rough shape with
mold on the walls. Without the opportunity provided
by Habitat/Fuller Center, they never would’ve been
able to purchase a house, she said.

“If people are really in need, they should contact
Fuller Center,” Nida said. “It’s a great organization.”
Now that their children have grown up and moved
on, the Dodges have become empty-nesters. But they
have no plans to live anywhere else. They like the
Woodland Park area as much as they do their home.

This house is just as suitable for a pair of
grandparents as it was for a family of five.

“We have no intentions of moving,” Nida said.
“It’s a nice house.”
