Millard Fuller’s idea of building social bridges brings awareness of others as
individuals and frequently removes barriers. When Verne & | helped with the
Jimmy Carter Work Project in the Philippines in 1999, we worked with
volunteers from 32 countries—many who had been mortal enemies in past wars.
This experience opened the eyes of many of these volunteers, and they continued
to work on housing problems in their own countries.

Within our community, we are trying to bridge the disparities of our own social
structure by inviting those of all walks of life to work with us—both financially
and especially with your time.
