One of the requirements was to send
a tithe of 10% to the parent organization. As a
Christian organization, Norma insisted this was
important and ensured that the tithe was paid. She
stressed that the blessings that are returned are
worth much more than the tithe (Malachi 3:10). |

e So, 10% is sent to The Fuller Center for Housing
International, our current parent organization,
except for dedicated funds. For instance: payment
for the ads in our newsletter are used for newsletter
expenses; donations specified by the donors are
not tithed; and the Greater Blessings fund that
was created to help low-income homeowners in
our area with their home repairs limited to $5,000.
When this program was begun, we did not have
funds to support it, so in addition to the 10% tithe,
5% was originally withheld for this fund until it
began supporting itself with specified donations

and repayments from the homeowners we helped.
