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Our Guest from the Fuller Center

On September 26", board members and volunteers met with special
guest, Glen Barton, Director of U.S. Field Operations of the Fuller
Center for Housing. The purpose of the meeting, held at the Mountain
View Congregational Church, was to make the group more familiar
with changes in handling “builds” that are different from the way
things were handled in Habitat.

Mr. Barton’s talk was informative, encouraging, friendly, and
provided useful suggestions for Silver Valley Fuller Center for
Housing to use to make their work more effective.

Mr. Barton began with Habitat 16 years ago and noted that Millard
Fuller was an amazing man—almost 200,000 homes were built
worldwide while Millard was president. He believed that homes being
built in other countries and must go by rules of the particular country—
Zaire, Nigeria, Mexico, Armenia, etc. Mr. Barton explained the
changes that occurred in Habitat and why he left. Millard did not try to
switch people over to his new organization. Everyone must make up
their own mind, he stated.

There are 8 principles to follow stating what committees should do, what volunteers can do, federal laws if you are involved
in a mortgage, and other useful information. The Fuller Center newspaper Building Materials was given to those present.
Kellogg was featured in the October edition. We were also featured on the web quoting Nick Rotunno’s front page article in

Mr. Barton discussed questions of the Board Review:

Do we have a 501(c)3 non-profit status? Yes, we obtained that status on 9/26/08.

« Do we tithe? Yes we tithe 10% of non designated donations & fund raising monies to the Fuller Center for
Housing, Inc. This tithe is used for materials only in 3 world countries—none for administrative costs. We also
keep a tithe 5% to a new “Greater Blessings” account here for local repairs.

% Do we send in a 990 tax report for our non-profit? Yes, since we have our own 501(c)3 status, we are able to
change accounting to a calendar year vs. a fiscal year. Which means our treasurer, Verne Blalack, will submit the
next report after the end of the year. This will be easier for Verne, since this is our slowest time with fund raising
and construction. We will send fiscal statistics to the Fuller Center for their accounting purposes.

+ Do we send in our monthly meeting minutes? Yes, our secretary, Kathy McPherson, will email them to Glen.

Mr. Barton noted that the Fuller Center Conference in January at Shreveport, Louisiana, will be well worth attending to learn
more with a variety of workshops and to network with other volunteers.

A main topic for discussion was The Fuller Center’s “Greater Blessings Box”, which describes low-cost home repairs or
renovations that can be offered without a loan agreement. It is designed for those such as senior citizens or disabled people
who can’t afford the repairs on their homes. The program is being used in different parts of the country now. Roofs are fixed,
mold is removed, floors mended, and painting is provided if necessary. The object is for things to be done to make the home
stable. Those interested must complete an application, which is reviewed by the family selection committee. Then that
committee’s recommendations are reviewed by the construction committee to see if it is feasible as far as cost and volunteers
available to help. The “Greater Blessings Box” is actually a box with envelopes in it. Since the homeowner is not asked to pay
for the repairs before they are made, they are encouraged to contribute whatever and whenever they can afterward. It gives
people the opportunity to “pay back to bless others” as the money they contribute will help with future “Greater Blessings”
projects. At this time we only have $150 in the account—we obviously need help with funding and volunteers for these short
term repairs.

The group had a lunch break at the Silver Spoon Restaurant. Following lunch, those attending had the chance to go to a
“build” and meet the youth volunteers from the University of Idaho who helped that day.
