Rural Home Repair Loan & Grant Program
By Marlene Martin, Shoshone County Housing

Funds are available through USDA Rural Development in the form
of loans and grants to improve or modernize homes to make them safe
and sanitary, or to remove health and safety hazards. The grants are
only available for repair to remove health or safety hazards.

Maximum assistance outstanding to any individual for initial or
subsequent Rural Development rural home repair loans may not exceed
$20,000. Lifetime assistance to any individual for grants may not
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exceed a cumulative total of $7,500.
Funds may not be used to make changes to the dwelling for cosmetic or convenience purposes, unless the work is directly

related to the removal of hazards.

Rural home repair applicants must meet the following requirements: Although the repair & grant program described here

does not help those in manufactured homes unless
you own the land & the home is converted to real
property, Community Action’s Weatherization
Assistance Program does. Call Toll-free:
1-800-326-4843—There is a waiting period before they
accept more applications.
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A citizen of the United States

Possess legal capacity to incur the loan obligation
Owner and occupant of the dwelling to be repaired
Have a favorable credit history

Be unable to obtain the needed credit from other sources
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Have an adjusted annual income that does not exceed the “very low income” limit as set by USDA RD
Be unable to remove the safety or health hazards by utilizing personal resources
Have adequate repayment ability ]
For a grant only:
o At least 62 years of age
o Lack repayment ability for a loan

The interest rate for all rural home repair loans is 1% per annum. The loan terms will not exceed 20 years and should be
based on the borrower’s repayment ability.

Credit reports, at no expense to the applicant, are required for loans exceeding $7,500. Written cost estimates will be
required for all work to be performed.
